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1.  No entry fee will be charged. 
 
2.  Articles exhibited must have been made during the school year preceding the Fair.  All 
work suitable for hanging must be mounted. 
 
3.  If a class project, only 10 entries per class project.  No more than one entry in any 
class shall be made by the same pupil. 
 
4.  All work must be labeled with the following: 
 
  Name and Age of Exhibitor 
  Grade Last Completed 
  Name of School 
 
5.  Display tables will be provided.  Please bring with you any material you will need to 
hang your projects.  You will need a staple gun.  Exhibits may be moved by building 
superintendents. 
 
6.  Exhibits will be judged by the Saratoga County Fair Education Committee prior to the 
start of Fair.  Every child will receive a participation ribbon.  First, Second and Third Place 
trophies will be awarded to schools.  To receive district awards you must enter art, 
social and science projects.  Awards will also be presented in the areas of art, science, 
social, photography, graphics and group projects.  Exhibits will be judged on their own 
merits. 
 
7. Exhibits must be brought to the Grandstand on the fairgrounds Thursday,  
July 9, between the hours of 10:00am and 2:00pm. 
 
8.  Exhibits are to be picked up on Monday, July 20, at the Grandstand on the 
fairgrounds between the hours of 11:00am and 1:00pm.  If you will be unable to pick 
up your exhibits during the scheduled hours, you must make other arrangements with the 
Superintendent prior to the close of Fair.
